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Volunteersto Help Occupational Therapists Serve Patients

Hospice of Dayton now offers occupational therapy to patients. Two occupational therapists, Angelene Moore and
Casey Haper, joined the staff to provide occupational therapy (OT) services. They are collaborating with Volunteer
Servicesin training volunteers to help with their services to patients.

The purpose of Occupational
Therapy isto help people participate
in the activities they want and need.

“These are the ordinary and familiar
things that people do every day,”
said Angelene Moore.

The goal of therapy is determined by
the patient and family, because
everyone has his or her own unique
needs and priorities. For those
persons with alife threatening
illness, occupationa therapists are

uniquely qualified to assist with the =
continued engagement in meaningful

daily occupations within the hospice
community of care.

Occupational therapy services are

designed to assist patientsin

achieving a maximum level of

independence and quality of life.

Some examples of interventions

include:

e Caregiver training

e Management of activities of
Daily Living such as toileting,
bathing, and dressing

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Robotic Seals Join Hospice of Dayton Care Team

The newest members of our animal assisted therapy program are not
realy pets, but therapeutic robotic harp seals. Very cute and cuddly,
these seals have a calming effect on and elicit emotional responsesin
patients. They have tactile sensors and respond to petting by moving
their tails and opening and closing their eyes. They also respond to
sounds and can learn a name. They can show emotions such as surprise,
happiness and anger, and produce sounds similar to areal baby seal.
These robotic seals were devel oped for therapy when animal assisted
therapists are not available. Studies since 2008 in Danish nursing homes
have found that these seals soothed dementia patients and hel ped them
communicate. When introduced to the first Hospice of Dayton patient by
Angeline Moore, the patient, who had not moved her arms or
unclenched her hands, did both as she stroked the soft baby seal. Hospice
of Dayton employees are voting on names for these seals at this time.
